Preparation for the Final Project
There is no homework for students in the Advanced Studies Certificate.  However, there is an integrative project at the end of the program, in which you will demonstrate the ability to apply principles from your courses in a practical ministry application.  To prepare for the integrative project, you will find it helpful to include these elements:

1. Experience 

For campus education:  Attend the classes (Required)

For distance education: View and interact with the DVD’s, Videos, or Tapes.  (Required)


2.  Personal Reflection 

List the key discoveries or principles which impacted you from the course, and write a brief statement or list of ideas for each, describing how that principle has impacted or could impact your life and/or ministry.

3.  Connections

We encourage you to interact with others regarding the course material and the impact it can make on life and ministry.  In face-to-face courses, you may wish to spend time discussing this with other students; in distance education courses, you’re welcome to participate in any course discussion forums, to email your course mentor, or to discuss the concepts with others. 

FINAL PROJECT
The Final Project is meant to serve as a culmination of this work and the certificate program. The student is required to satisfactorily complete the Final Project to earn 2 Learning Units and receive the Advanced Studies Certificate.

The Final Project will demonstrate that the course material you have studied can positively influence the way you approach and conduct Christian ministry.  It will involve two elements:

1. Ministry log:  
Record at least 40 hours of involvement in Christian ministry, listing the location, dates, times and your role in the ministry.  

2. Integration paper:  
Write a paper/project describing how course principles are impacting your current ministry, or could impact your current or future ministry.  This paper/project can be done in many ways.  Creativity is encouraged, and you might consider such media as PowerPoint, video, etc. as you show how you are or could integrate key principles from each course into your ministry context.   Please devote about 20 hours to this aspect of the project and limit your paper/project to 10 pages if written.
